Head Coach Jamey Chadwell
begins his third season and he
says the journey to respectabil-
ity in the NCAA Il is right on
schedule.

Chadwell spent five years at
Charleston Southern prior to
joining NGU in 2009. He began
his career as the running backs
coach and  recruiting coordi-
nator. He also coached the
wide receivers four seasons,
served as passing game coordi-
nator in 2006, and was named
Assistant Head Coach in

2007. Chadwell helped guide
the Buccaneers to three winning
seasons in the last four years,
and the team’s 28 wins during
that time span tied for first in the
Big South Conference.

A former standout quarterback
at his alma mater of East
Tennessee State University in
Johnson City, Tenn., Chadwell
began his coaching career at
ETSU in 2000 when he coached
the quarterbacks, and also
coached tight ends, running
backs and served as recruiting
coordinator in 2003. Chadwell
earned four letters as a quarter-
back at ETSU for Coach Paul
Hamilton (1997-1999) and
Coach Mike Cavan (1995-
1996). Following his senior
season, he was named a Na-
tional Football Foundation Hall
of Fame Scholar, which was
based on athletics, academics
and community service.

Chadwell earned a Master’s of
Business Administration from
CSU in May 2006, and received
a Bachelor of Science Degree in
Economics and Business from
ETSU in May 2000.

NGU must make its longest journey in school history for a
football contest for the third round NCAA Il national quarterfi-
nals at Delta State of Cleveland, Mississippi. The distance
between Tigerville and Cleveland (which is 2 hours south-
west of Memphis, Tenn.), is 608 miles. This game will also
mark the first flying trip for the NGU football tea m in the school’s history.

Ironically, several players on the NGU squad have never been on an airplane.

Jamey Chadwell will play his first game against Delta State. He is 0-1 against the Gulf

DELTA STATE UNIVERSITY:
